It is a countable

noun. It has only one meaning: "first or morning meal". So we can paraphrase

the sentence: "They are having breakfast™ as: "They are having a morning

meal"”.

I'd like to draw your attention to the following expressions: "to have breakfast",

which means "to have a morning meal"& corresponds to the Ukrainian "cuHimatu".

We should mind the use of the zero article in this expression & in the expressions

"to have dinner”, "to have supper".

I'd also like to say a few words about the use of the prepositions with the words:
"breakfast”, "dinner", "supper"...

We should mind the absence of articles in these prepositional phrases.
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
